The police and its community partners enable individuals who are victims of crime 
to become empowered and regain a sense of control in their lives.  Their goal is to 
prevent crime and re-victimization.  Victim Services of York Region provides 24-
hour emotional support and practical assistance to incidents involving domestic 
violence, sexual assault and homicide.  Programs include on-scene response, 
telephone crisis response and the victim quick response program.   The 
Victim/Witness Assistance Program is available in every Ontario criminal court, 
and it provides victims of and witnesses to crimes with co-ordinated support 
throughout the criminal court process.   Services provided are court preparation 
and orientation, referrals to community services, court accompaniment and 
assistance with the victim impact statement. York Regional Police will develop an 
Integrated Domestic Violence Unit and a “Common Roof” facility which will house 
various service providers and will also allow for a more co-ordinated response to 
preventing crime and re-victimization.
